CALCULATOR POLICY
Students may only use calculators in this approved
list. All of these Texas Instrument calculators work the
same way. Teachers only have to teach one set of
calculator skills when everyone is using the same
brand and model of calculator.

Some people fear that a calculator does too much of the
thinking and the students do not really know what is
going on.  A calculator only does what it is told to do.  A
calculator is only useful if the student has a basic
concept of the principles involved.  The calculator does
not tell the student how to solve the problem, but it can
help the student solve the problem faster and with higher
efficiency.  Additionally, high school is the best time to
learn this new technology.  When a student takes a
college math class, his professor is going to assume that
he knows how to use a graphing calculator.  If we do not
teach these specialized skills in high school then we are
doing our students a disservice.
